PREFACE

UN General Assembly on December, 13, 2006 has adopted UN Convention on
the Rights of People with Disabilities (UNCRPD),GA Resolution A/RES/61/106, an
important international document on human rights. The Convention has entered into
force on May, 3, 2008 after its ratification by 20 state parties. To date more then 150
countries and organizations have signed Convention, and more than 130 have ratified it.

Ten CIS member states have joined UNCRPD, including 8 countries have
ratified it (Azerbaijan — June, 28,2009, Armenia — September, 22, 2010, Belarus —
November, 29, 2016, Kazakhstan — April, 21, 2015, Moldova — September, 21, 2010,
Russia — September, 25, 2012, Turkmenistan, September, 4, 2008, Ukraine — February,
4, 2000).

On January, 1, 2016 all UN member states have adopted Sustainable
Development Goals (SDG) and 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. Taking into
consideration the key principle of these global documents — “No One is Left Behind”,
and inclusion of people with disabilities into the Agenda — 2030 as one of important
vulnerable groups, governments, while developing national strategies related to SDG —
2030, should pay special attention to further strengthening of their programs in the
interest of people living with disabilities.

To guarantee proper monitoring of the results of governments® action towards
SDG implementation with regard to improving of life of people with disabilities, further
development of statistics related to these group of population is quite essential with the
special focus on poverty, employment and un-employment indicators among the people
living with disabilities, family planning and health insurance coverage, school and
university completion rates for relevantly aged population, access to ICT, safe drinking
water, electricity and other indicators. Many of these data still are not being collected or
processed within the administrative statistics or sample surveys.

Abstract “Statistics about life of people with disabilities in the countries of the
Commonwealth of independent states” presents official information provided by the
national statistical offices of CIS member states.

Group | - a person constantly needs
help and care from outsiders.

Group 11 - the ability to self-service is
partially lost: the disabled person is able to
maintain and move around, but only with
the use of special tools or with the help of
others.

Group Il - a person can serve
themselves. For training requires a special
mode, the help of other people. Can not
work in the profession, forced to perform
less skilled work.

The Bureau of the Medical Social
Expertise determines the working capacity
of a citizen and his need for social
protection, and legally recognizes a person
as disabled and assigns a disability group.
