Preface

The abstract contains systematized statistical information on industrial activity in the countries
of the Commonwealth of Independent States for 2000-2007. The abstract is prepared on the basis of
official data presented regularly by the national statistical services of the Commonwealth countries
for interstate information exchange.

The abstract contains data characterizing the state and development of industrial production.
Given are the data on volumes of industrial production (in value terms and in kind), indices of
industrial production and gross value added of industry, number of employed persons at industrial
enterprises and their wages, fixed assets and investment in fixed capital of industry. Information on
financial situation of industrial enterprises, industrial producer price indices, export and import
transactions with industrial commaodities, exposure of industrial activities to environment is presented
in the abstract. For main indicators the data for the CIS countries are given in comparison with other
countries of the world.

Some indicators are shown in kinds of economic activities / branches of industry. One of the
sections of the abstract is devoted to the activities of small enterprises.

Recalculations of value indicators in US dollars and Russian roubles were done with the
usage of average year official exchange rates published by the CIS central (national) banks.

The main indicators are described in brief methodological notes.

For some indicators the data for 2007 are preliminary and can be revised later.

The abstract is prepared by the Department of Economic Statistics of the CIS Statcommittee.

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Brief analytical comments

Main trends of the development of industry in 2000-2007

Industry is the most important branch in the economy of the Commonwealth countries. In 2007 on
the average for the Commonwealth countries its share amounted to 32% of gross value added, 18,5% of
the number of employed, 36% of investments in fixed capital. So, in 2007 the share of industry in gross
value added varied from 65% in Azerbaijan to 15% in Kyrgyzstan; in Belarus, Kazakhstan, Russia and
Ukraine it equaled to 29-32%, in Armenia, Moldova, Tajikistan — 16,5%-17,5%.

For the last seven years (2007 as % of 2000) industrial production (in constant prices) increased
in 1,6 times on the average for the Commonwealth. Higher growth rates were observed in industry of
Azerbaijan (in 2,8 times), Tajikistan (in 2 times), Ukraine (in 1,9 times), Belarus, Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan (in 1,8 times). In Armenia, Moldova and Russia it increased by 44-58%. In Kyrgyzstan volume
of industrial production decreased by 3%. There are visible differences in growth rates of separate
branches of industry. In Azerbaijan the most rapid development was observed in mining and quarrying, in
Russia and Ukraine it was manufacturing. In Armenia and Kazakhstan high growth rates were typical both
for mining and quarrying and manufacturing. In Belarus the production growth in machine building,
metalworking, construction material and fuel industry were significantly higher than the average growth of
industry as whole.

Such a considerable variation in growth rates of industrial production was caused by various initial
levels of economic and industrial development of the countries formed by the 2000 year. Industry
development of the CIS countries occurred under the influence of such factors as: peculiarities of market
infrastructures formation, influence of external economic conjuncture in different directions, differences in
intensity of investment activity (including foreign investors), degree of state regulation in industry.

During the recent years the tendency of some slowdown was outlined in the dynamics of industrial
production of some countries of the Commonwealth. So, in 2006-2007 volumes of industrial production in
CIS countries increased on the average by 6% during a year as compared to 7% in 2001-2005. Average
annual growth rates in industry slowed down sharply in Armenia (from 8,9% in 2001-2005 to 0,8% in 2006-
2007) and in Moldova (with annual production growth in 2001-2005 by 11% in 2006-2007 it began to
decrease on the average by 3,1% during a year). In the period under review in Kazakhstan, Tajikistan and
Ukraine average annual growth rates of industrial production decreased from 10-12% to 6-8%.

In Russia in 2001-2007 the dynamics of industrial production continued to be stable (growth — on
5% level on the average during a year). In Kyrgyzstan in 2007 it managed to secure volume of industrial
production growth by 7% after its decrease in 2005 and 2006 by 10-12% annually what was caused by
decline in metallurgical production. Industrial production growth speeded up in Azerbaijan (from 10% on the
average during a year in 2001-2005 to 30% in 2006-2007 as a result of petroleum and gas sector faster
development), in Belarus (from 9% to 10%), Uzbekistan (from 8% to 12%).

Considerable differences in the value of industrial output per capita remain between the countries of
the Commonwealth. In 2007 value of industrial output (at current prices) on the average for CIS countries
equaled to 4 thousand US dollars per capita. In Belarus this output was 15% higher, in Kazakhstan - 3%
higher and in Russia - 42% higher. Armenia, Georgia, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan
have a lower ratio of average value of industrial output per capita to average value for the CIS (6-16%). In
Azerbaijan it makes up respectively 76%, Turkmenistan - 43%?*, Ukraine — 77%.

Fuel and energy complex is of strategical importance for the economy of CIS countries, its share
makes up on the average of the Commonwealth one third of total value of industrial output. It is based on
powerful fuel and energy potential. The share of the Commonwealth countries' amounts to about one third
of explored natural gas reserves (1-st place in the world), one tenth of world petroleum reserves (2-nd
place) and more than a quarter of coal reserves (2-nd place). Russia has the greatest part of petroleum,
gas and coal reserves. Apart from that, considerable reserves of petroleum are concentrated in Azerbaijan,
Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan, natural gas — in Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan, coal — in Kazakhstan and
Ukraine.

The structure of fuel and energy complex is various in CIS countries. Production of energy
producing materials prevails in Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan (94% of total volume of production of fuel and
energy complex), Belarus (76%) and Russia (77%); electricity production and distribution — in Georgia,
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan (91-93%), Ukraine (77%). In Armenia and Moldova it is presented only by
electricity production and distribution.

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At present the share of the Commonwealth countries in the world production of gas makes up 28%,
petroleum — 17%, coal — 8%. In 2007 in the Commonwealth countries extraction of petroleum (including
gas condensate) made up 621 million tons, what is in 1,6 times more than in 2000, gas — 836 billion cubic
metres, what is by 16% more, mining coal — 492 million tons, what is by 18% more.

Due to new petroleum and gas wells that are being put in operation in Azerbaijan extraction of
petroleum increased during 7 years in 3 times, of gas — in 2 times, in Kazakhstan — respectively in 1,9
times and 2,6 times. In Russia the growth of petroleum extraction made up 52%, gas — 12%, in Ukraine —
respectively 21% and 18%.

Mining of coal in Kazakhstan increased by 31%, Russia — by 22%; decreased — in Ukraine — by 5%.

The demand of the countries in petroleum, gas and coal are fully satisfied by the deliveries in the
framework of CIS. During the recent years most of all CIS countries increased import purchases of
petroleum and natural gas. Imports of coal decreased in Belarus, Kazakhstan and Russia.

In 2007 electricity production increased by 16% as compared to 2000 on the average for CIS
countries, in Azerbaijan, Russia and Ukraine — by 14-17%, Belarus, Moldova and Tajikistan — by 22-23%,
Kazakhstan — in 1,5 times. The decrease of electricity production was observed in Armenia and
Kyrgyzstan.

The metallurgical complex in the CIS countries is almost completely provided by own resources.
Commonwealth countries take the first place in the world (79 billion tons or 36% of the world confirmed
reserves) by explored iron ores' reserves. At the same time the share of Russia amounts to more than a
half of iron ores reserves in the Commonwealth, Ukraine and Kazakhstan have their considerable part.
Total manganese ores' reserves of CIS countries amount to over 1,3 billion tons (35% of world
reserves);about a half of them are in Ukraine; Kazakhstan, Georgia and Russia also have such kind of raw
materials. Russia and Kazakhstan have considerable non-ferrous metals ores reserves; practically all
bauxite, lead, zinc, tin, tungsten, nickel reserves explored in the Commonwealth countries are concentrated
in them. Copper’ reserves are mainly on the territory of Russia (55% of the Commonwealth resources),
Kazakhstan (21%) and Uzbekistan (16%).

In 2007 on the average for the Commonwealth countries production of metallurgical complex made
up 16% of total volume of industrial production: in Tajikistan — 41%, Armenia — 33%, Kyrgyzstan — 29%,
Ukraine — 25%, Kazakhstan — 21%, Uzbekistan — 18%, Russia — 16%, Georgia — 14% (2005), Azerbaijan,
Belarus and Moldova — 2-4%.

Economic growth in the Commonwealth countries gave rise to the demand on metal products what
caused the development of metallurgical complex. Construction, machine building, enterprises of fuel and
energy complex are the greatest consumers of its products. During the last years active construction of
pipelines is in progress what requires considerable deliveries of pipes of large diametre. In 2007 as
compared to 2000 production volumes (in constant prices) in metallurgical complex of the Commonwealth
countries increased on the average in 1,4 times.

In 2001-2007 provision of metallurgical complex with raw materials improved. For seven years
production of iron ores increased in Kazakhstan in 1,5 times, Russia — by 21%, Ukraine — by 39%;
production of coke (6% of moisture content) — in Kazakhstan — by 12%, Russia — by 13% and Ukraine — by
6%.

Production of main kinds of metallurgical products continued to develop. For 2001-2007 the output
of pig irons in Russia increased by 15%, Ukraine — 39%; steel — in Belarus — in 1,5 times, Russia — by 22%,
Ukraine — by 37%. By the last estimates of International Iron and Steel Institute (11SI) in 2006 Russia took
4-th place (5,7% of the world production), Ukraine — 8-th place (3,3%) in the world rating of steel
production.

In 2007 the share of machine building production in total volume of industrial production made up
in Belarus 25%, Russia and Ukraine — 14%; it was considerably lower in Armenia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Moldova, Tajikistan (3-5%) and Azerbaijan (1,4%).

In the recent years there was observed noticeable growth of machine building production caused by
increase in demand for it on domestic markets. In 2007 in comparison with 2000 production of turbines
increased in 2,9 times, excavators — in 2,4 times, tractors —in 1,7 times, a.c. engines —in 1,5 times.

Transport machine building is also on the rise. In 2007 in the Commonwealth countries 324
thousand of lorries (in 1,6 times more than in 2000), 1,7 million passenger cars (in 1,7 times more) and
100 thousand buses (in 1,7 times more) were produced. Production of rolling stock in Russia increased
considerably: carriages and freight cars — in 8,4 times (in 2007 their output equaled to 40,4 thousand units),
diesel locomotives - in 2,8 times (59 multiple units) and electric locomotives — 8,7 times (166 units).

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For the last seven years production of main kinds of household appliances increased considerably
in average of the Commonwealth countries: TV-sets — in 4,1 times (in 2007 were produced 8,4 million
units), refrigerators — in 2,2 times (4,6 million units), washing machines — in 2,7 times (3,2 million units).
Steady rising of their production was secured by the main countries—producers: Belarus, Kazakhstan,
Russia and Ukraine as well as Azerbaijan (in refrigerators production).

There was observed further growth of the most important kinds of the chemical and rubber
production. Thus, in 2007 as a whole for the Commonwealth the production of sulphuric acid made up by
21% more as compared to 2000, synthetic ammonia — by 22%, mineral fertilizers — in 1,4 times, synthetic
resins and plastics — in 1,8 times, synthetic rubber — in 1,5 times. Tyres production increased in this period
in the CIS countries in 1,4 times, at the same time, in Belarus — 2 times, Russia — by 45%; in Ukraine —
decreased by 14%.

As a result of activization of construction activities occurring everywhere there was a considerable
growth of construction materials production. During 7 years production of cement on the average for
CIS countries increased in 2,1 times; in Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan and Tajikistan — in 4,9-6,6 times, Armenia,
Kyrgyzstan, Moldova and Ukraine — in 2,7-4,0 times, Belarus, Russia and Uzbekistan -in 1,8-2,1 times. In
2007 production of linoleum in the Commonwealth made up in 2 times more than in 2000, reinforced
concrete constructions — in 1,6 times, wall materials — in 1,5 times, soft roof and insulating materials — in
1,4 times.

During the last years the Commonwealth countries secured considerable growth of the main food
products production. Particularly, in 2007 as compared to 2000 on average for the Commonwealth
countries processing and preserving of meat increased in 1,9 times (equaled to 4,2 million tons), cooked
meats — in 2,2 times (3,1 million tons), cheese — in 2,3 times (864 thousand tons), vegetables oil —in 2,1
times (5,7 million tons), macaroni products — by 40% (1,3 million tons).

Improvement of financial situation in many industrial enterprises and development of the system of
long-term crediting resulted in considerable growth of investment in fixed capital of industry. Thus, in
Azerbaijan they increased in 8 times during the last 7 years, in Armenia — in 4,9 times, Belarus — 2,7 times,
Ukraine — in 2,5 times (in 2000-2007), Kazakhstan, Moldova and Russia — in 2,1-2,2 times. At the same
time in all CIS countries the growth rates of investment in fixed capital of industry exceeded the growth
rates of industrial production (the rate of outstripping for these years made up in Azerbaijan 2,9, Armenia —
3,1, in other countries — 1,2-1,5).

At the same time these investments are not sufficient for cardinal renovation of fixed assets and the
share of investments in industry in total investments in fixed capital decreased during the last years in all
countries of the Commonwealth (on the average for CIS from 41% in 2000 to 36% in 2007).

As before the bottleneck in the development of industry is the unsatisfactory state of production
base of its industries (wear and tear of machinery and equipment, obsolescence of fixed assets). Thus, in
2007 the degree of fixed assets wear and tear in industry made up in Belarus, Moldova, Tajikistan and
Ukraine 58-61%, Russia — 50%, Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan — 40-42%.

Production of fuel and energy resources, electricity, metallurgy and foodstuffs remain the directions
of high priority for investment of industry. Thus, in 2007 in Azerbaijan 77% of total investment developed in
industry were invested in mining of energy producing materials, in Kazakhstan — 63%, Russia — 36%; in
electricity, gas and water supply — in Armenia — 65%, Kyrgyzstan — 22%, Moldova — 32%, Russia — 20%
and in electricity production of Tajikistan - 90%. The share of capital investments increased in metallurgical
production and production of fabricated metal products in total investment in fixed capital of industry: in
Kazakhstan (from 11% in 2000 to 14% in 2007), Russia (from 7% to 9%), Ukraine (from 10% to 17%). In
2007 considerable investments in production of foodstuffs (including beverages) and tobacco were made in
Kyrgyzstan (14% of total investment in fixed capital of industry), Moldova (33%), Ukraine (18%). In Belarus
share of investment declined in machine building and metalworking (from 25% in 2000 to 15% in 2007) and
increased in food industry (from 10% to 15%).

Industrial producer prices increased unevenly. In 2007 as compared to 2000 they increased in
2,8 times on average for the Commonwealth countries, at the same time in Belarus — in 5,8 times,
Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Moldova, Russia, Tajikistan and Ukraine — in 2-2,8 times, Armenia, Georgia and
Kyrgyzstan —in 1,5-1,8 times.

During the last two years in all countries of CIS the price growth rates of industrial producers
exceeded average annual rates of their increase in 2001-2005, what was caused in many aspects by the
world price growth for fuel and energy resources and raw materials as well as by increase of domestic
prices and tariffs for goods and services of natural monopolies.

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BRIEF METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

Industry is a complex of industrial enterprises and their establishments, whose principal
kinds of activities are those, which are referred in the Statistical Classification of Economic Activities
in the European Community (NACE, Rev.1l) to ) to mining and quarrying, manufacturing and
electricity, gas and water supply. The principal kind of activity of an enterprise or its establishment is
determined on the basis of data on the share of the gross value added in total gross value added" of
the enterprise or its establishment. The establishments of non-industrial enterprises and enterprises
of the informal sector (individual entrepreneurs without forming a legal entity), which are mainly
engaged in the above mentioned kinds of industrial activities are also referred to industry.

Industrial output includes value of finished and semi-finished products (that were
manufactured from raw materials of the producer or the customer) and the cost of industrial work
executed on the orders from outside or for the non-industrial establishments of own enterprise; as
well as change in value of work in progress. The cost of products produced from the customer’s raw
materials is estimated by the cost of processing (i.e. excluding the cost of raw materials supplied by
customer). Industrial works include: repair and modernization of equipment and transport vehicles,
mechanisms, instruments and other products, specific operations on partial treatment of materials
and components, ending the manufacturing process of goods produced by other enterprises,
assembling, commissioning and adjustment of customer’s equipment, and some other items.

The value of industrial output of an enterprise (establishment) is calculated using the
enterprise method (i.e. without the value of intra-factory turnover, e.g. without the value of semi-
finished products, that were produced by one production unit and processed by another, etc.).

So, the structure of industrial output includes:

- products sold;

- products that were given to the outside as payment for supplied goods and services;

- products that were given to the non-industrial units of the given enterprise, e.g. for support
of facilities of cultural and social importance (nurseries, kindergartens, rest houses owned by this
enterprise) or major construction work, etc.;

- products given to the workers and employees as payment for labour;

- products given to other organizations as humanitarian aid;

- increase in stocks of finished but unsold products;

- increase in stocks of work in progress.

Since 2005 the indicator “value of shipped commodities of domestic production; works and
services executed at own account” has been used in Russia as an indicator characterizing the value
of industrial output.

In Ukraine, since 2004, the volume of industrial output has been calculated on the basis of
data on sold goods (works and services).

Value of industrial output (both produced and shipped or sold) is calculated in current prices
(i.e. in actual producer prices of enterprises that were valid in the corresponding year), without the
value added tax, excise taxes, export duties, custom duties and other similar obligatory payments.

! Gross value added is determined as the difference between the value of produced goods and services
(output) and value of goods and services entirely consumed in the production process (intermediate
consumption).
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Volume indices of industrial output define the dynamics of volume of industrial production.
In Azerbaijan, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia and Tajikistan their calculation is based on
information on the output of selected commodities-representatives in quantity with step-by-step
aggregation of the individual indices in order to obtain index-numbers for sub-branches and
branches of industry, and then for industry as a whole. Value added indicator is used as the weights
for aggregation purposes.

In Armenia, Georgia, Moldova, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan and Ukraine volume indices of
industrial output are estimated on the basis of data on the value of the products in constant prices,
which are calculated directly at the enterprises by multiplying the quantity of produced goods by
prices of the base period.

Indices for long periods, during which the base prices were changed, are computed with the
help of chained indices method.

Classifications. Main indicators of industrial activities are given by branches of industry. For
Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia and Ukraine these
indicators are given in accordance with national statistical classifications of kinds of economic
activities based, as a rule, on the Statistical Classification of Economic Activities in the European
Community (NACE, Rev.1) beginning from the year of their introduction. In this classification industry
is formed from three branches: mining and quarrying (section C), manufacturing (section D),
electricity, gas and water supply (section E).

Mining and quarrying consists of mining of energy producing minerals (section CA) and
mining and quarrying of minerals excluding energy producing minerals (section CB).

Manufacturing consists of the following sub-branches:

- manufacture of food products (including beverages) and tobacco (section DA);

- manufacture of textiles and textile products (section DB);

- manufacture of leather, leather products and manufacture of footwear (section DC);

- manufacture of wood and wood products (section DD);

- manufacture of pulp, paper and paper products; publishing and printing (section DE);

- manufacture of coke, refined petroleum products and nuclear fuel (section DF);

- manufacture of chemicals, chemical products and man-made fibres (section DG);

- manufacture of rubber and plastic products (section DH);

- manufacture of other non-metallic mineral products (section DlI);

- manufacture of basic metals and fabricated metal products (section DJ);

- manufacture of machinery and equipment (section DK);

- manufacture of electrical, electronic and optical equipment (section DL);

- manufacture of transport vehicles and equipment (section DM);

- other manufactures (section DN).

Electricity, gas and water supply includes production and distribution of electricity and
gaseous fuel, steam and hot water supply, water intake, purification and distribution.

In Belarus, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan the Classification of Branches of
National Economy of the former USSR (CBNE) is used, which was applied by the CIS countries in
the transition to the market economy and differs significantly in contents from groupings of industries
of NACE.
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Calculation of industrial output by the CIS countries per capita as percentage of
average data for the Commonwealth is made in current prices in Russian roubles; the data are
converted in accordance with average annual official exchange rates of national currencies to the
rouble, established by central (national) banks of the CIS countries; average annual number of
resident population is used for calculation.

Industrial output in quantity refers to output of specific types of industrial products in
quantity. The output, as a rule, includes products used as input within the given enterprise.

Criteria of small enterprises in different countries are notable for the number of employees
and some other parameters. Though in some countries these parameters were changed according
to the national legislative acts during the period under review in the present abstract.

In Azerbaijan in 2003-2004 small enterprises were considered to be the enterprises with
average number of employees in industry and construction up to 50 persons; in trade and services —
up to 25 persons; in 2005-2007 - with average number of employed in industry and construction up
to 40 persons and annual turnover up to 200 thousand manats, on rendering scientific and technical,
consulting services — respectively up to 20 persons and up to 150 thousand mantas, in agriculture -
up to 15 persons and up to 100 thousand manats, in wholesale trade - up to 10 persons and up to
900 thousand manats, in retail trade, transport and other kinds of activities - up to 5 persons and up
to 100 thousand manats.

In Armenia small enterprises in industry are enterprises with the number of employees not
exceeding 50 persons; in the sphere of construction and power engineering, science and education
— 25 persons; transport, trade and other services — 15 persons.

In Belarus small enterprises are those with average-listed number of employees: in industry
and on transport — up to 100 persons, agriculture (since 2006 including private farms) and scientific
and technical sphere - up to 60 persons, construction and wholesale trade - up to 50 persons, retail
trade and personal services - up to 30 persons, other branches - up to 25 persons.

In Georgia there were the restrictions on the number of employees at small enterprises (up to
21 persons) and volume of earnings (up to 501 thousand lari).

In Kazakhstan small enterprises are those with the average annual number of employees not
more than 50 persons.

In Kyrgyzstan small enterprises are those with the number of employees up to 50 persons
(agriculture, hunting and forestry, fishery and fish breeding, mining and quarrying, manufacturing,
electricity, gas and water supply, construction) and up to 15 persons (trade, repair of motor vehicles
and household goods, hotels and restaurants, café, transport and communications, financial
activities, real estate transactions, leasing and rendering services to customers, education, health
care and social services, other communal, social and personal services and other kinds of activities).

In 2003-2004 in Moldova the qualification on the number of employees (up to 50 persons)
and on volume of activities (up to 10 million lei of annual sum of turnover) was established for small
enterprises. In 2005-2007 the data were given on small and medium enterprises with the number of

employed not more than 249 persons and 50 million lei of annual sum of turnover.
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Average number of employees of small enterprise in Russia should not exceed: in industry,
construction and transport — 100 persons, agriculture and scientific and technical sphere — 60
persons, wholesale trade — 50 persons, retail trade and rendering everyday services to population —
30 persons, other branches and other kinds of activities — 50 persons. Apart from that, the status of
small enterprise can have only commercial organizations, in the starting capital of which the share of
the Russian Federation, regions of the Russian Federation, public and religious organizations,
charity and other funds does not exceed 25%, as well as the share belonging to one or some legal
entities not being the entities of small entrepreneurship does not exceed 25%.

In Tajikistan in 2003-2006 small enterprises were enterprises with the number of employees
in industry and construction — up to 50 persons, in other industries of economy — up to 15 persons; in
2007 — with the average number of employees — not more than 30 persons and for agriculture
producers - not more than 50 persons, as well as the share of the state in the starting capital of small
enterprises should not exceed 25%.

In Ukraine small enterprises are those with average annual number of employees not more
than 50 persons and volume of gross income from sales of production (works, services) not
exceeding 500 thousand euro (in 2003 — 2766,4 thousand grivnas, in 2004 — 3012,2 thousand
grivnas, in 2005 — 3194,9 thousand grivnas, in 2006 — 3168,5 thousand grivnas, in 2007 — 3459
thousand grivnas.

Number of employed in industry includes employees engaged in main activities of
industrial enterprises and employees engaged in industrial activities of other (non-industrial)
enterprises and organizations and working both for a wage (irrespective whether the work is
permanent, temporary, seasonal, incidental or occasional) and not for a wage. Thus, this category
includes both persons who actually work and those temporarily absent from the work due to different
reasons 9illness, vacations, etc.).

Average monthly nominal wage is determined by dividing the annual wage fund by the average
annual number of employees on payroll and by 12 months.

Fixed capital (fixed assets) of industry is presented by assets which are the result of
production and are used many times in the process of production. They include buildings,
installations, driving gears, machinery and equipment, instruments, computer software, light reading
works of literature.

Fixed assets of industry cover the assets of enterprises and organizations of all types of
ownership.

Fixed assets are given at book value (full and residual). Book value is the value of fixed
assets at prices at the time of acquisition, installation and putting into operation. Full value is
computed before deduction of accumulated value of wear and tear. Residual value is computed by
deducting accumulated value of wear and tear from full value (as of the beginning and the end of the
year).
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Wear and tear of fixed assets refer to partial or full loss of consumer properties and value in
the process of maintenance under the influence of natural forces and as a result of technical
progress.

Investment in fixed capital of industry refers to the aggregate of outlays directed to
creation and reproduction of fixed assets (new construction, expansion as well as reconstruction and
modernization of units, which result in increase of their original cost), acquisition of machinery and
equipment, instruments, computer software, light reading works of literature, etc.

Productive capacities put into operation refer to capacities of newly constructed and
completed enterprises, as well as to increases in capacities obtained as a result of reconstruction
and technical renovation of enterprises financed from all sources. These data refer to magnitudes
shown in special acts of registration, as a rule, in quantity (for example, putting into operation of
capacities for production of coal and steel is shown in thousand tons, capacities for production of
shoes are shown in million pairs, etc.); in some cases data on capacities put into operation are
shown in value terms. Constructed workshops or similar sections of enterprises, in which production
did not start yet are not included in this category.

Exports of goods refer to the value of goods taken out from the economic territory of the
given country, as a result of which the material resources of the residents of the given country are
reduced. The principle criterion of the registration of exports is the change of ownership, in practice
in customs statistics the fact of crossing the borders of the countries is used as a criterion. Exports
are valued in FOB prices (franko-port of the country-exporter) or in DAF prices (franko-border of the
country-exporter). FOB prices (free on board) include the cost of goods and expenses on their
delivery and loading on the board of the ship.

Imports of goods refer to the value of goods taken to the economic territory of the given
country, as a result of which the material resources of the residents of the given country are
increased. The major criterion of the registration of imports is the change of ownership, in practice in
customs statistics the fact of crossing the borders of the countries is used as a criterion. Imports are
valued in CIF prices (franko-port of the country-importer) or in CIP prices (franko-point of destination
at the border of the country-importer). CIF prices (cost, insurance, freight) include the value of goods
and expenses on insurance and transportation of goods to the port of the country-importer.

Conversion of the value of exports and imports to US dollars is carried out with the help of
exchange rates quoted by the central bank of the country as of the date of receiving customs cargo
declaration.

Commodity Nomenclature of External Economic Activities of the CIS Countries (TNEEA CIS)
is used for classifying exported and imported goods.

Balance sheet profit (loss) refers to the general financial results of the activities of
enterprises including profit from sale of products, from sale of assets as well as from non-commercial
transactions (fines, penalties, interest and so forth), losses from extraordinary events such as fires,

floods, losses due to write-off of debts and so forth.
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Industrial producer price indices are computed on the basis of the observation of changes
of these prices by registering prices of commodities-representatives. This observation is carried out
with regard to the base enterprises included in the sample survey. Aggregated indices for branches
of industries and industry as a whole are computed by using the data on the structure of industrial
production in the preceding year as the weights.

Exchange rate refers to the price of the monetary unit of the given national currency
expressed in monetary units of the currency of the other country. The exchange rates of national
currencies of the CIS countries to US dollar, single European currency (euro) and the rouble of the
Russian Federation are established by national (central) banks of the countries.

Emission of harmful pollutants in the air from stationary sources refers to total quantity
of all pollutants emitted in the air by sources of pollution both after the process of neutralization with
the help of gas purification installations as a result of incomplete neutralization and purification at the
organized sources of pollution, and without neutralization. Not included is air pollution resulting from
soil erosion (dust storms), forest fires, etc.

Water consumption (use) - use of waters of all kinds (surface, underground, shaft, layer,
sea waters, etc.) withdrawn both from water intakes belonging to enterprise and communal water
supply systems and other household systems. Excluded from water consumption is the volume of
return and circulating (reused) water (except water used for compensation of losses in these return
and circulating water systems), as well as water of collector and drainage networks.

Circulating and return water supply refers to the volume of saved fresh water intake due to
the systems of reused and return water supply including use of waste and sewage water. Water
consumed in communal and industrial heating systems is excluded.

The share of return and circulating water supply in total consumption of water for industrial
needs is calculated as the ratio of the volume of this water in the sum of volumes of water used for

industrial needs (excluding agricultural needs) and of return and circulating water.
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
