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Preface

On September 25, 2015 the UN General Assembly adopted the Resolution
70/1 “Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”,
which came into force on January 1, 2016.

This document contains 17 goals and 169 targets, which are comprehensive
and provide a balance of all three components of sustainable development —
economic growth, social integration and environmental sustainability.

The Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) refer to the widespread eradication
of poverty and hunger, reducing inequalities within and between countries,
ensuring healthy lifestyles and equitable quality education and learning
throughout life for all, gender equality, access to affordable, reliable, sustaina-
ble sources of energy, promotion of sustained, inclusive and sustainable eco-
nomic growth, full and productive employment and decent work for all, envi-
ronmental sustainability and other important areas related to improving peo-
ple's quality of life

The Inter-Agency and Expert Group on Sustainable Development Goal Indica-
tors has developed a list of SDG indicators for monitoring the progress of SDGs
achievements. This list was approved at the 47th session of the UN Statistical
Commission.

On July 6, 2017 the UN General Assembly adopted Resolution 71/313 where
the need of quality, accessible, timely and reliable disaggregated data was
emphasized to measure the achieved progress and to ensure that no one was
left behind. https://undocs.org/en/A/RES/71/313/. Based on the UN recom-
mendations on SDG indicators and guided by national priorities and pro-
grammes to achieve these goals, countries have to develop their own plans to
improve and develop the necessary information.

By agreement and in cooperation with the National Statistical Services of the
CIS countries Interstate Statistical Committee of the CIS (CIS-Stat), as an organi-
zation which coordinates the statistical activities of the Commonwealth and is
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responsible for the multilateral exchange of statistical information and deve-
lopment of common information and statistical space in the framework of the
Commonwealth, has developed a list of 111 SDG indicators for the CIS region. It
is available on the CIS-Stat website in the section "Statistics for SDG: CIS region”
(http://www.cisstat.com/sdgs/CIS-SDG 001 indicators list 25-11-2016 eng.pdf).
The list of SDG indicators of the CIS on the basis of the Global List of SDG indi-
cators and in accordance with the relevance of indicators for countries in the
CIS region was suggested by CIS-Stat for using in the future.

“Monitoring of SDG indicators in the CIS region 2015-2018" is the third edition
of the collection that has been prepared by Statistical Committee of the CIS in
cooperation with the National Statistical services of the CIS countries.

The abstract contains selected indicators for monitoring the achievement of
SDG in the CIS region. At the same time on the initiative of the CIS-Stat addi-
tional indicators, which are not included in the Global List but could be used to
monitor the achievement of SDG in the CIS region, are used in the publication.
The abstract also contains statistical information on selected SDG indicators,
which is additionally provided by the national statistical services.

The sources of information for the publication are the official data of National
Statistical Services of the Commonwealth member-states provided in the
framework of the agreement on interstate exchange of statistical information,
and data from official websites of National Statistical Services of the Com-
monwealth and international organizations.

The list of SDG indicators for CIS region for the relevant goal is provided at the
beginning of each section.

The indicator codes are given in square brackets before the indicator name in
accordance with the Global list approved by the 47th session of the UN Statisti-
cal Commission.
