The abstract provides the main socio-economic indicators on the size, structure
and reproduction of the population, the data on population health and economic
activity, material living and housing conditions, state of environment. The data on pre-
school, general and professional education, culture, production of printed editions is
also included.

The abstract contains the data on consumer market for goods and services,
consumer prices index for a basic food and non-food items and paid services.

Some cost indicators have been recalculated using the official exchange rates
from national banks of the CIS countries.

Brief methodological explanatory notes are given for the key indicators.

The sources of information for the publication are the official data from national
statistical services of the Commonwealth member-states. For Russia by selected
indicators data for 2024 has not been provided in accordance with Article 5 of Federal
Law Ne 282-FZ from November 29, 2007. Source of data on Turkmenistan and Ukraine
— official web-sites of national statistical services of these countries. Since 2022, CIS-
Stat does not have official data on Ukraine. So the indicators data in the CIS as a whole,
given in this abstract, is provided without data for this country. A special note is made
if there is no data for any other country.

In some cases, a slight discrepancy between the totals and the sum of items are
explained by data rounding up. Data for some indicators are preliminary and can be
revised later.

1. Key socio-demographic indicators of CIS countries

Gross domestic product (GDP) is the key indicator of SNA which describes the functioning of
the economy as a whole and characterizes final results of production activities of economic units —
residents. It represents the value of final goods and services produced by these units during the
accounting period in prices of final purchasers.

Purchasing power parity (PPP) is a ratio between currencies that takes into account the price
levels in respective economies; it is computed by equalizing the values of a basket of goods and
services calculated in prices and currencies of economies being compared.

Budget is a form of formation and expenditure of monetary funds designed for financing
tasks and functions of the state and local authorities.

Consolidated budget unites the republican (federal) budget and the territorial budget, includ-
ing regional and local budgets.

The publication presents data on Azerbaijan — the state budget (including data on the budget
of the central government, regional and local budgets, excluding data of public fund), Armenia —
the state budget (do not include data on revenues and expenditures of municipal budgets), the
data for Belarus since 2015 are shown including fund of the social security of population of the
Ministry of Labor and Social Security of the Republic of Belarus, for Kazakhstan — till 2009 the
state budget, for Moldova — including public funds of social insurance and obligatory medical
insurance, for Russia — since 2006 including public extra budgetary funds, for Tajikistan — since
2007 taking into account all sources of financing, Uzbekistan — state budget, for Ukraine — since
2006 including public purpose funds. IMF Budget classification (2001) is introduced since 2008 in
Armenia and since 2007 in Kyrgyzstan.

Budget expenditure (consolidated) includes the expenditures of the general government
bodies for general administration, defense, health care, education, development of market infra-
structure and so forth. Also is included the lending (minus the repayment), provided by the gov-
ernment to other sectors of economy or to the rest of the world. The expenditure of the consoli-
dated budget includes outlays of all respective levels of the general government — republican
(federal), regional and local.

Expenditure on education — includes the expenditure on pre-school, primary, secondary and
higher education, training, retraining and advanced training, research and development in the
field of education.

Expenditure on health — includes the expenditure on medical products, appliances and
equipment, outpatient, hospital services and emergency care, health and recreational assistance,
sanitary and epidemiological well-being, functioning blood banks, research and development in
healthcare.

Expenditure on recreation, culture and religion — includes the expenditure on recreation and
sports, cultural services, television and radio, periodicals and publishers, services related to reli-
gion, research and development in recreation, culture and religion.

Expenditure on social protection — includes expenditure for public pensions, social services and
social security of the population, the fight against homelessness, custody, guardianship, research
and development in the field of social policy, etc.

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2.Population

Resident population - persons, who have their usual residence in the given territory on population
census date, including residents temporarily absent. According to the International recommendations
on population censuses the number of foreign citizens continuously living in the country during the
certain period of time should be included into the resident population number while long absent
permanent residents of the country should be excluded from the resident population number. To
ensure international comparability of data it is recommended to apply a 12 month's threshold of time.
In the period between censuses the resident population estimation is being calculated on the basis of
census data and regular registration of demographic events.

Urban population - all residents of areas stated by legislative acts as cities (or towns), urban set-
tlements, worker towns, resort and country settlements constitute the urban population.

Rural population - all residents of rural areas constitute the rural population. Settlements not clas-
sified as urban are considered to be rural.

Mid - year population is computed by averaging estimates as of the beginning and the end of a
calendar year.

Nationality is registered during population census according to self-application of the persons fill-
ing out the questionnaire, nationality of children - according to the parents’ application.

Age - the number of years. It is usually measured in completed years, in completed months for
children under one year old, in days for infants at age under one month. During population censuses
and surveys information on age is compiled by means of questioning. In the current procedure this
data are calculated by means of single-year population size moving from the age x to the age x+1. In
these calculations the information of current demographic events is being used.

Population median age - population age structure description. This is an exact age where half of
the population is older and half is younger.

Crude birth rate is a rate measuring the frequency of childbearing in total population. It is calculat-
ed as the number of live births during the year divided by the mid-year population. It is frequently
expressed as births per 1,000 population.

Total fertility rate is an average number of children that would be born alive by a woman during
her lifetime if she were to pass through all childbearing years conforming to the age-specific fertility
rates of a given year. Total fertility rate of 2,1 is considered the replacement rate for population.

Total fertility rate multiplied by the share of girls in the number of newborn children (about 48,5%),
provides general characteristic of the population reproduction. This indicator is named gross reproduc-
tion rate of female population. Gross reproduction rate (female) is defined as the average number of
daughters that would be born to a woman during her life-time subject to a set of age specific birth
rates observed in the years for which the rate is computed.

Net reproduction rate (female) is defined as an average number of live daughters that would be
born to a women during her life-time and survive until mother’s age at their birth, subject to a set of
current age-specific fertility and mortality rates.

Mean age of mother at births is estimated as an arithmetic average of ages of all women who had
live births in the current year.

Crude death rate is a rate measuring the frequency of deaths in population. It is calculated as the
number of deaths during the year divided by the mid-year population. It is frequently expressed as
deaths per 1,000 population.

Age-specific death rates define an average death rate for each age or age group. They are com-
puted as a ratio of the annual number of deaths occurring at a given age during a year to the average
annual number of persons at a given age.

Infant mortality rate is a rate measuring the frequency of infant deaths. It is computed as a ratio of
the number of deaths under one year of age to the number of live births.

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Natural increase of population - is the difference between the number of live births and the num-
ber of deaths during a certain period. It can have a positive sign if births exceed deaths or a negative
sign if the opposite is true.

Natural increase rate is a difference between crude birth rate and crude death rate.

Life expectancy at birth is a mean number of years to be survived by an individual of generation
born, given the mortality conditions remain the same as in a given period. Life expectancy at age (x) is
a mean number of years to be lived by the survivors to an exact age, given the mortality conditions for
every next age remain the same. This indicator is the result of the life tables.

Marriage is the form of relationship of male and female by which their rights and duties in regard
to each other and to children are determined. The legal relationship of a husband and a wife is consti-
tuted in consequence of registration of the marriage in the Registry office.

In the regular (current) vital statistics the data on only legal marriages can be used. The population
censuses and surveys compile the data by means of questioning of people who themselves define their
marital status.

Crude marriage rate - is a rate measuring the frequency of marriages in total population (of all ag-
es). It is calculated as the number of registered marriages in a year divided by the mid-year population.
It is frequently expressed as divorces per 1,000 persons.

Divorce is a final legal dissolution of a marriage in spouses life-time which confers on the parties
the right to remarriage. A marriage is considered to be dissolved after registration of the divorce in the
Registry office.

Crude divorce rate - is a rate measuring the frequency of divorces in total population (of all ages). It
is calculated as the number of registered divorces in a year divided by the mid-year population. It is
frequently expressed as divorces per 1,000 population.

Migration of population - movement of people (migrants) through the borders of territories
(country, region, district, etc.) due to the change of residence (stay). There are the internal migration
(within the country) and external one (international, with crossing the state border).

Data on migration are derived as a result of elaboration of documents of statistical accounting on
the number of arrivals and departures received from internal affairs bodies being documented when
persons are being at the place of residence.

Data on the number of persons departured for residence abroad can be obtained also according to
the passport and visa office data on the number of persons granted permission for departure outside
the of the Commonwealth region.

Migrant - is a person who takes part in the process of migration. Every migrant is an outmigrant
with respect to the territory of departure and an immigrant - with respect to the territory of arrival.

Notion of the number of migrants should be adopted with a certain convention as one and the
same person can change his place of residence several times during a given year.

Net migration - is the difference between the number of arrivals in a given territory over a certain
period and the number of those who left it. It can be positive (if the number of arrivals is greater than
the number of departures) or negative (if the number of arrivals is less than the number of depar-
tures). In the latter case, there is a migration outflow.

In the Russian Federation since 2011 data on long-term migration includes the number of citizens
of the Russian, foreign citizens and stateless persons, registered at the place of residence for a period
of 9 months and longer.

In 2010 working age population in Belarus, Russia and Ukraine includes men of 16-59 years of age
and women 16-54 years of age, in Azerbaijan — respectively 15-61.5 and 15-56.5 years of age, in Ka-
zakhstan and Kyrgyzstan — 16-62 and 16-57 years of age. In 2023 this indicator included in Azerbaijan
men of 15-64 years of age and women of 15-62.5 years of age. In Armenia — men and women 16-62
years of age, in Kazakhstan — men of 16-62 years of age and women — 16-60 years, in Kyrgyzstan,
Moldova, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan working age population included, respectively, men of 16-62 years
of age and women of 16-57 years of age, in Russia — 16-61 and 16-56 years. In 2024 in Azerbaijan —
men of 15-64 years of age and women — 15-63 years.

Hospitals refer to medical institutions performing medical service for in-patients. Their number
includes hospitals, medical and sanitary units, dispensaries with hospitals and other institutions
having hospital beds.

The number of beds in hospitals and other medical institutions which are to be registered as
of the end of the year refers to the beds properly equipped and ready to accept patients irrespec-
tive whether they are occupied or not. For characterizing availability of hospital beds “Number of
hospital beds per 10,000 of population” is computed on the basis of data on population as of the
end of the year.

The number of polyclinics includes all medical institutions providing ambulatory treatment
(polyclinics, ambulatories, dispensaries, medical units of various institutions, ambulatory sections
of hospitals and so forth).

The total number of doctors includes all doctors, having higher medical education, who are
engaged in hospitals, clinics and similar medical institutions, social security institutions, medical
research institutions as well as in institutions for training medical personnel, public health units
etc. as of the end of the year. To describe the availability of medical care, indicators “Number of
doctors per 10000 population” and “Number of population per one doctor” are calculated based
on number of population as of the end of the year.

The total number of paramedical staff includes persons with medical secondary education who
are engaged in hospitals, clinics and similar medical institutions, social security institutions, pre-
school children institutions, schools etc. The indicator describing the availability of the paramedical
personnel is calculated in the same way as for doctors.

Number of registered patients diagnosed for the first time by selected diseases. The ratio of
this number to mid-year permanent population multiplied by 100 000 is used as an indicator which
shows the sick rate.

Data on the disease rate are grouped in accordance with the International Classification of
Diseases.

Number of persons registered as invalids for the first time includes persons with permanent
or durable loss of ability to work as a result of chronical disease or trauma who are registered as
invalids for the first time by the corresponding medical institutions in the accounting year (primary
disablement).

Disability means health problems with a persistent disorder of organizm function that control
life and the need for social protection.

Primary disability - disability determination for the first time during the reported year.

Causes of death are all those diseases, morbid conditions or injuries which either resulted in
or contributed to death, and the circumstances of the accident or violence which produced any
such injuries.

The source of information on causes of death are inscriptions in medical death certificates on
diseases, accidents, homicide, suicide or other external causes ending in death. From diseases in-
dicated in inscriptions one disease as the main one is chosen for statistical purposes. It is underlying
disease, i.e. disease or injury which initiated the train of events leading directly to death. Such
inscriptions are the basis for indicating the cause of death in civil registration acts the copies of
which are tabulated.

4. Education and culture

The level of education assumes achievement and confirmation of some educational degree
by a person who receives the corresponding document. Calculated as the ratio of the number of
individuals who have received appropriate training to the population aged 15 years and older.

Commissioning of educational facilities refers to completed by construction and put into op-
eration in accordance with the established regulations of the following objects: general education
schools - places in general education schools, boarding schools of all types; preschool institutions
— places in preschool institutions, including seasonal.

Number of pre-school institutions as of the end of the year refers to the number of permanent
institutions for upbringing of children under school age. They include creches (for children aged
under 3), creches-kindergartens (for children of all pre-school ages) and kindergartens (for children
of 3 years of age and older).

Number of children attending permanent pre-school institutions includes number of children
under school age enrolled in pre-school institutions as of the end of the year.

General educational schools refer to institutions which provide general training and facilitate
multifacet cultural and physical development as well as esthetic education of children and youth.
General schools carry out the educational process on the basis of single or several educational
programmes. Depending on local conditions schools with various levels of education function: pri-
mary, secondary and incomplete (basic) secondary schools. There can be state, municipal and pri-
vate schools.

Secondary professional educational institutions (colleges, technical schools, etc.) provide
training and release specialists with secondary education. Secondary professional educational in-
stitutions can be state or private units.

- the number of students refers to the number of students attending secondary profes-
sional educational institutions; the students are registered as of the beginning of the school year.

- the number of students admitted to educational institutions refers to the number of
persons admitted to educational institutions in the given school year. This category does not in-
clude the persons who previously dropped out and then returned.

- the number of persons graduated from educational institutions refers to the number
of persons who completed a training course and received a profession. Persons graduated from
secondary specialized educational institutions receive diploma and qualification in accordance
with specialization.

Institutions of high education include institutions which carry out training of specialists of high
qualification in accordance with the requirements of market economy. They include universities,
training institutes, conservatories, training academies, high professional schools, etc.

There can be state and private institutions of high education. Receiving of high professional
education in state higher education institutions is performed on the basis of budgetary financing
and by reimbursement of training costs by the students.

- the number of students attending educational institutions of high education refers to
the number of students registered as of the beginning of the school year.

- the number of students admitted to educational institutions refers to the number of
persons admitted to educational institutions in the given school year. This category does not in-
clude the persons, who previously dropped out and then returned.

Persons graduated from
institutions of high education receive diploma and qualification in accordance with specialization.-
the number of persons graduated from educational institutions refers to the number of persons
who completed a training course and received a profession.

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5. Labour

Results of Labour Force Surveys conducted on the basis of International Labour Organisation
(ILO) methodology are the key sources of information on employment and unemployment in CIS
member states.

Labour force. In 2013, Resolution | of the 19 th International Conference of Labor Statisticians (ICLS)
recommended the transition from the application of the indicator of "economically active population" to
the indicator of "labor force". The composition of these indicators includes the number of people
employed in the economy and the unemployed. One of the main differences between the indicator of
"labor force" and "economically active population" is that persons engaged in labor activity for the
production of goods and services for own use are excluded from the composition of employees who are
part of the labor force (see Resolution Il of the 21t ICLS as amended in the 19 ICLS resolution chrome-

Age of population approved for calculation of labour force: Belarus — 15-74, Tajikistan — 15-

75, Azerbaijan, Armenia (since 2020), Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russia (since 2017) and
Ukraine (since 2019) — 15 years and older, Uzbekistan — 16 years older.

Labour force participation rate — the ratio of number of labour force population to number
of population of the survey age, as a percentage.

Employed are persons who, during a short survey period (the surveyed week), performed any
activity (at least one hour per week) related to the production of goods or the provision of ser-
vices for a fee or profit. The number of employees also includes people who have temporarily
absent from the workplace for a short period of time and have kept in touch with the workplace
during absence.

Employment rate - the ratio of number of employed to number of population of the survey
age, as a percentage.

Distribution of employed by status in employment is presented by two integrated groups:
“employees” and “self-employed”.

Employees — the group of employed which includes persons concluded written labour
agreement, contract or oral agreement with the head of enterprise (institution, organization) of
any type of ownership or individual person on labour conditions and labour remuneration in cash
orin kind.

Self-employed are persons who provide themselves with job. This category includes employ-
ers who use permanently the labour of employees; persons working individually; members of
producer co-operatives; unpaid family workers.

Distribution of employed by type of economyic activity in CIS countries is performed in ac-
cordance with Statistical Classification of Kinds of Economic Activities (NACE).

Foreign labour force — number of foreign workers engaged in economy from the CIS coun-
tries and from other countries of the world.

Unemployed (in accordance with recommendations of International Labour Organization
(ILO)) are the persons of the survey age who were unemployed Individuals who were unem-
ployed (gainfully employed) during the reference period, were seeking employment through
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employment services or independently, and were available to begin work immediately or within
a period specified by national legislation. Pupils, students, pensioners, and persons with disabili-
ties, according to ILO methodology, are considered unemployed if they are seeking work and are
available to begin work. However, in accordance with national legislation, they are not officially
assigned the status of unemployed.

Unemployment rate is determined as the ratio of the number of unemployed persons to the
number of labour force, as a percentage.

Number of unemployed registered at employment offices - is able-bodied citizens who do
not have work and earnings (labor income), registered with employment services at their place of
residence for the purpose of finding suitable work and who have received the official status of
unemployed.

Composition of unemployed registered at employment offices characterizes the structure of
unemployment by cause of leaving, education, age and other indicators.

Registered unemployment rate is determined as the ratio of the number of unemployed
persons registered at employment offices to the number of labour force.

Distribution of unemployed by duration of unemployment. Duration of unemployment is
determined by the length of the period during which unemployed seeks a job.

Average duration of unemployment (average search period) is computed as average value
for examined composition of unemployed.

Number of unemployed receiving unemployment benefits. The unemployment benefits are
granted to the persons registered at employment offices and have a status of unemployed.
Among the number of unemployed not receiving benefits are unemployed persons who did not
accept suggested job, violated rules of registration, got benefits fraudulently, refused to receive
benefits by personal application, were imprisoned and so forth.

Unemployment benefit — payments made by state or other authorized bodies to unem-
ployed people.

The number of job vacancies reported to employment services is the number of vacant job
places declared by enterprises to the employment service offices. The indicator is a characteristic
of level of demand on labour force in the labour market.

Number of persons placed in employment — number of persons received work with help of
unemployment offices.

Time actually worked includes a worked time within the normal working time, overtime
work, a time spent for the workplace preparation, downtime not by worker’s fault, and short
break at the workplace. Time actually worked not includes paid but not actually worked time
(annual leave, sick leave, and official holidays), lunch time and a time spent for travel to and from

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6. Standards of living

Money income of population includes wages and salaries, bonuses, allowances for business
trips and similar income paid by the enterprises to the employees, social benefits (such as pen-
sions, allowances, stipends), proceeds from sale of products produced by households, receipts
from the financial system and so forth. Included are cash and non-cash receipts. According to
SNA methodology this indicator includes remuneration in kind.

Disposable money income is money income after deduction of taxes and other compulsory
payments and contributions.

The average monthly nominal wage in the economy is determined by dividing the total ac-
crued wage fund by the average number of paid employees over the period; the resulting figure
is then divided by the number of months in that period. Data on accrued wages are reported
inclusive of arrears, taxes, and other deductions in accordance with national legislation.

Real wage index is calculated by dividing the nominal wage index by the consumer price in-
dex for the same time period.

Minimum wage is the minimum salary set by the government (approved by a presidential
decree or government regulation) for a specific period of time for all employees. It is set in na-
tional currency.

Number of pensioners by type of pensions is the number of persons receiving the monthly
benefits according to the pension legislation (pension insurance is a form of material support in
occasion of reaching retired age, disability, surviving and funded from social insurance sources
remitted to pension funds). This number includes receivers of both labour pensions and social
pensions. The total number of pensioners also includes military pensioners receiving pensions
through social security bodies.

Average pension is calculated as a ratio of total designated pensions payable to all pension-
ers registered in social security organizations to the number of pensioners.

Minimum pension is minimum amount, which is guaranteed to population by pension legislation.

The Gini coefficient (index of income concentration) shows the unequal distribution of in-
come of population. The Gini coefficient can range between 0 and 1, with the higher value of the
index, the more unequally distributed incomes. Theoretically, the extreme values correspond to
a situation where the entire population receives the same income (Gini coefficient = 0), or when
one person receives all the income (Gini coefficient = 1).

The coefficient of funds (coefficient of income differentiation) characterizes the degree of
social stratification and is defined as a ratio between the average levels of money income of 10
percent of the population with the highest income and 10 percent of the population with the
lowest income.

Subsistence minimum level refers to the value estimate of normative consumer's basket as
well as expenditure on taxes and compulsory payments. Normative consumer’s basket includes a
minimum set of food products necessary to maintain human health and basic life activities as
well as essential non-food goods and services. It is defined separately for the main sociodemo-
graphic groups of population and approved by law.

Retail trade turnover - revenue from goods sold to population for own consumption or for
other use in households for paid by cash or credit cards, by bank cheques, from bank accounts of
individuals by bank transfer or by payment cards. It is computed on the basis of the reports
submitted by trading organizations (all types of property and institutional arrangements) as well
as by enterprises and organizations other than trade units (industrial, transport, etc.).

Retail trade turnover includes (on the basis of estimates of national statistical services) sales
of goods by individuals (both on the territory of free markets, non-food, food and mixed markets
and out of its limits), physical persons in the retail markets and the amount of the adjustments
for the volume of clandestine activities. Data on retail trade turnover are provided in the current
prices of sale including a trade margin and taxes on products (value added taxes, an excise, a tax
on sales). In the retail trade turnover does not include the turnover of catering enterprises.
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For Turkmenistan, data from 2023 is provided taking into account the shadow economy in
the total volume of retail trade turnover; in the structure of retail trade turnover - excluding the
shadow economy, including retail trade in motor vehicles and their accessories.

Volume of services to population represents the sum of the money received by enterprises
from population for services provided both in cash (through the cashier organizations), on debit
and credit cards, on settlement banks, on transfers from the accounts of depositors (which also
accounted for as a realization cash), including value added tax, excise tax, etc.

Includes services provided by legal entities (organizations) and volume of services to popula-
tion by non-corporative enterprises (individuals) carrying out entrepreneurial activities not regis-
tered as legal entities (registered and not registered).

Armenia (since 2012), Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan (since 2008), Uzbekistan (since 2017) and
Ukraine do not provide information on volume of services for population out of the total volume
of services.

Purchasing power of disposable money income of households — quantity of foodstuffs (each
separate), which could be obtained for the amount of average per capita disposable money
income per month, kg.

Consumer expenditure refers to expenditure of households on purchases of foodstuffs, non-
food products and alcoholic beverages as well as on consumer services. Expenditures which are
not included in the category “consumer expenditure” refer to taxes, fees, other compulsory
payments, payments of debts, alimonies, assistance to relevants, fines and other; also not in-
cluded in consumer expenditure are the outlays associated with productive activities of house-
holds (purchases of seeds, fodder, raw materials, etc.).

The average per capita consumption by aggregated groups is calculated by converting into a
primary product: meat and meat products - into meat, milk and dairy products - into milk, sugar
and confectionery - into sugar. The group of bread products includes bread and pasta (in terms
of flour), flour, cereals and legumes.

Provision of population with durables per 100 households. Data on the availability of house-
holds durable goods are collected through sample household surveys conducted at the end of the
year. The indicator takes into account items that are available in the household, regardless of
whether they were purchased, produced by household members or received free of charge. Hired
or temporarily used items, as well as items that are out of orders and not subject to repair, are not
included.

Consumer Price Index (CP1) characterize changes of the general price level of goods and services
purchased by the population for non-productive consumption over the time period. The CPl measures
the ratio of the cost of a fixed basket of goods and services at prices of the current period to its value
in the prices of the previous (baseline) period, and does not account for changes in consumption
patterns of the population. Calculated by the Laspeyres formula on the basis of individual indices of
consumer prices and tariffs for goods and services. Source of information for the calculation of the
individual indices of consumer prices is the monthly registration of prices and tariffs of commodities-
representative.

The structure of actual consumer spending in base period, based on households budget sur-
veys, is used as weight for calculation of the consumer price index.

Classification of Individual Consumption by Purpose (COICOP) is used for calculating the con-
sumer price index. CPI can be calculated in accordance with the groupings provided COICOP and
other groups, based on the needs of users.

The share of population of the each country in the total population of the Commonwealth is
used as weights for calculating of the consumer price index for CIS total.

7. Housing conditions

Total dwelling space per person is computed as the ratio of the total dwelling space of dwell-
ing stock to the number of resident population. Total dwelling space includes living floor space
(space of apartments in dwelling houses and premises) and subsidiary quarters located within the
limits of the apartment (kitchens, corridors, toilets, bathrooms (shower) etc.

Total stock of dwellings is the total number of apartments and rooms including subsidiary
premises which are located in dwellings as well as in other buildings which have premises used
for living (apartments for doctors in hospitals, apartments for teachers in schools, etc.).

Total dwelling stock does not include summer houses, summer garden structures and similar
premises designated for seasonal or temporal living irrespective of duration of living in them by
households.

Private dwelling stock - dwellings owned by citizens: individual dwelling houses, privatized,
built and purchased apartments and houses, fully paid apartments in houses and housing - con-
struction cooperatives, in houses of individual owners partnerships, houses and apartments
owned by citizens according to other legal grounds; dwellings in ownership of legal persons (cre-
ated as private owners), built or purchased on account of their means, including funds of housing
-construction cooperatives with partial payment.

Commissioning of total floor space of dwellings (square meters) refers to completed by con-
struction and put into operation in accordance with the established regulations of the following
objects: permanent dwellings and hotel type; permanent type dormitories for workers and em-
ployees, for students of general education schools (including boarding schools), students of high-
er and specialized secondary schools, technical schools; premises in houses for the elderly and
disabled, dormitories in orphanages; dwellings in non-residential buildings (newly built or con-
verted from non-residential), for example, residential apartments in schools, hospitals, etc.

Not included are premises in hotels, dwellings and hostels designed for non-residential pur-

poses: shops, drugstores, hairdressers, etc.

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9. Environment

Water abstraction from natural sources for use refers to the volume of water resources ob-
tained for consumption from surface water (rivers, lakes and seas) and from underground. It
includes among other things water obtained in the process of extraction of mineral resources,
water extracted in the process of construction, etc. Not included is the volume of water passed
through hydro-electric stations, locks, structures designed for passing fish, maintaining the nec-
essary depth of water transportation ways, etc. Not included also is the volume of transit water
directed to large channels, decentralized use of water extracted by population from wells includ-
ing artesian ones, natural water, etc.

Use of water for household and drinking purposes — the total quantity of water use for all
kinds of household and communal purposes of population including the personal of enterprises.
The use of water for watering of streets and other is including.

Emissions of pollutants into the atmospheric air from stationary sources is the total quanti-
ty of all pollutants emitted into the air by sources of pollution after the process of neutralization
with the help of gas cleaning installations that did not result in complete neutralization and
cleaning as well as without neutralization.

Protected areas are defined as territories protected from traditional use and maintained in
their natural condition for the protection of ecological balance, as well as for scientific, educa-
tion, cultural and aesthetic purposes. They include wildlife reserves, wildlife refuges and areas of
limited use.

Investments in fixed capital for environment protection and rational use of natural re-
sources include outlays on new construction, expansion, reconstruction, technical re-equipment
and modernization of environmental facilities, which lead to an increase in the initial cost of the

facility and are attributed to the additional capital of the organization.
