Let me begin by reminding us that this work is taking place under the Conference of European Statisticians, our governing body in the intergovernmental structure of the UNECE.

Its members are heads of national statistical offices. The Conference holds a plenary session in June every year. It is one of the oldest statistical bodies globally which had its first Conference as early as in 1928.

Membership of the Conference extends beyond the countries of UNECE and include all OECD countries and a few others. Altogether, about 65 countries participate regularly. 

The steering body of the Conference is its Bureau where most of the operation decisions are taken. We also have several international organizations which are the observers at the Bureau :  CISSTAT, Eurostat, OECD, and UNICEF– which ensures coordination of international statistical work.

The Bureau defines the work programmes, reviews and approve reports and gives direction of work in new emerging areas. 

Specifically, the work on statistics on children under the CES began in October 2019 when the Bureau requested the UNECE Secretariat together with the UNICEF to develop a work plan on this topic. This led to the establishment of a CES task force in 2020 and the preparation of the CES Guidance on Statistics on Children, which was endorsed at the 70th CES plenary session in June 2022.

The UNECE report on Statistics on Children examines how countries in our region measure the situation of children, particularly those in vulnerable circumstances, such as children exposed to violence, in alternative care, or with disabilities. 

It reviews practices across more than 40 countries and identifies important data gaps, inconsistencies in definitions, and challenges in ensuring that the most vulnerable children are properly reflected in official statistics.

In response, the report puts forward sixteen practical recommendations including designating a national focal point for child and youth statistics, strengthening coordination between national statistical offices and line ministries and improving alignment with relevant SDG indicators and global frameworks.

Following the recommendations, a Steering Group under the CES was established to take this work forward, including developing a minimum set of child-related indicators for the region.
