The 2020 Round of Population and Housing Censuses in the UNECE region

Every 10 years, United Nations has renewed the Worldwide Programme on Population and Housing Censuses,
which are at the heart of national statistical systems. The 2020 round of censuses is marked by the increased use
of administrative sources and the widening range of techniques used in field enumeration. The presentation will
show how this change is happening, how countries are proceeding with census-taking, and what the emerging
lessons are from this census round in Europe, North America, and Central Asia.

Population Census as an Impetus to the Development of Statistical Systems in the CIS countries

A necessary condition for the functioning of the state is the availability of information about the size, sex and age,
social, ethno-linguistic structure of the population. Without this, the solution of the problem of improving the well-
being of people becomes difficult to implement. Historically, the main resource for such information has been the
general census. At the same time, each round brings innovations to their organization. The 2020 round showed a
wide range of new approaches in the CIS countries: the transition from a simple model of direct population survey
to a plurality of sources of information; the use of various technical means and technological solutions. Modern
tectonic shifts in the development of information and communication technologies are becoming a vector that
gives an additional impetus to the development of statistical methodology, expanding the possibilities of its
practical application. It is important to note that Population Censuses are not only formed the main information
resource about the population, but also traditionally were a powerful impetus for the development of other
branches of statistics.

Population Census — Use and Misuse of Results

Populations Censuses, one of the biggest and mostly planned operations, conducted once in 10 years provide
the Government, businesses, academia, and population at large with a wealth of information. The results are
used for many purposes — Government social policies, redistricting, allocation of voting power, and many others.
In some cases, the politicians are trying to interfere prior to census taking — cases in Unites States, Canada, El
Salvador, Bolivia and elsewhere. In some cases, the information is misused, and the political powers are trying to
discredit statisticians, sometimes dismissing the chief statistician or the head of Census operation. IAOS has
created a Krakow working group to deal with these issues.

Prospects for Register-based Censuses

As you know, today government agencies have accumulated huge amounts of data. State databases
(administrative data) can become one of the main sources for statistical production, which will allow optimizing the
number of statistical forms and digitizing the full cycle of statistical production. The international experience of
developed countries shows a general trend of transition from the classical model of information collection to the
register model and the use of big data in the public sector. In this regard, the Bureau of National Statistics ASPR
RK initiated the projects "Digital Statistical Registers" and "National Reference Information", the results of which
in the medium term should also contribute to the conduct of Population Censuses based on register systems.

National Statistical Offices (NSOs) must expand their roles beyond data collection to effectively inform policy and
decision-making. The limited analysis and use of data in Central Asia are often due to the narrow perception of
NSOs' role as data collectors. As data holders, NSOs are in a unique position to access and analyse it and
provide valuable insights into complex social and economic issues and inform policy-making. Investing to this
effect will not only benefit governance in general, but enhance the NSO visibility and recognition, thereby
potentially improve their funding.

Use of the Census Results in Promoting Local Economic Data

Traditionally, periodic surveys served as the main source of economic data which were designed with the main
objective of producing estimates of principle indicators at the national level. Maintaining local data was hindered
by limited computing facilities, lack of statistical frame and the absence of Internet-based data dissemination
tools. In today’s digital world such constraints are disappearing. Moreover, building a democratic society requires
that local self-governing bodies are equipped with essential statistical data to plan and design development
projects and monitor the progress. Local data are also essential part of SDG monitoring. Digitalization of
administrative data, use of privately held data in official statistics and additional information available from the Big
Data sources may contribute to local economic data. However, all of these sources have a common problem of
completeness which can only be addressed by an effective use of the census results. The presentation will also
highlight the importance of census data in implementing cluster approach of UNIDO in industrial development.

Demographic Changes in the CIS countries and Intergenerational Transfer Accounts

At present, the Commonwealth of Independent States is undergoing notable demographic changes, which are
manifested in a decline in fertility, an increase in life expectancy, intensive migration, and, as a consequence, a
transformation of the age composition of the population. In those CIS countries where the demographic transition
is nearing completion or has finished, there is an accelerated aging of the population, while in others, where
fertility has begun to decline relatively recently, the share of young working-age people is increasing and the
share of children is decreasing. Finding answers to these demographic challenges is one of the main tasks of
socio-economic policy. A new methodology of national transfer accounts, which allows us to see how the
economic role of certain generations in society is changing, can help us solve this task.

The Results of Population Censuses as an Information Base for the Formation of Model Legislation in the

In speech “The Results of Population Censuses as an Information Base for the Formation
of Model Legislation in the field of Social Policy in the CIS Member States”, | propose to tell the forum participants
about the inclusion of statistical information in the socio-demographic sphere in the preparation of model laws by
the IPA CIS Permanent Commission on Social Policy and Rights person.

Demographic Policy of the Kyrgyz Republic

In the next decade, the Kyrgyz Republic will face a number of serious demographic challenges that will require
strategic economic and social policy decisions. The problem of rapid population growth remains the most
important and acute. Due to the special geographical conditions, the area of territory suitable for comfortable
living and economic activity in the republic is extremely limited, a further increase in population density will create
an additional burden on the environment. According to the UN forecast, population growth in Kyrgyzstan will
continue at least until the end of this century. The fastest growth will be in the next 30 years, and by 2050 the
population will exceed 9 million people. The growing population is planned to be used for involvement in the labor
market. This will require significant investment in human capital and human development.

Forecast of the Demographic Situation as a Core Tool for Developing Derivative Forecasts of Socio-
Economic Development of Uzbekistan

Population Census data serve as the initial basis for the preparation of a demographic forecast, which determines
the expediency of its implementation. Great importance should be given to the reliability of the information
obtained from the Population Census and the feasibility of conducting a Population Census. Currently, there is a
need to conduct a census of the population of Uzbekistan. Of great importance are the measures taken by the
government, taking into account foreign experience, international cooperation and the development of a national
model for conducting a Population Census in the country. Population Census data are needed to develop a
forecast of the demographic situation in Uzbekistan, as well as on its basis - derived forecasts of the socio-
economic development of Uzbekistan and its regions.

The Experience of the Republican Clinical Medical Center of the Administration of the President of the
Republic of Belarus in the application of Population Census Data for the Development of Medical
Services Provided to the Female Population

A healthy and strong family is the main component of the state's demographic policy. According to the 2019
Population Census, the demographic situation in Belarus is characterized by a number of problems - a declining
population, a decrease in the birth rate, an increase in the divorce rate and an increase in the age of motherhood,
an aging population, trends towards a smaller family size. This poses a number of tasks and the implementation
of preventive measures for the protection of reproductive health, in particular, reducing the frequency of artificial
termination of pregnancy through a number of measures, including pre-abortion counseling; introduction of new
cancer screening technologies, an increase in the provision of medical services to couples with impaired fertility,
promotion of breastfeeding as one of the most effective measures to improve the health of both children and
women.

The Role of the Population Census in the Demographic Development of Tajikistan in a Market Economy

The population of the Republic of Tajikistan is young according to the UN demographic aging scale, as the share
of people aged 65 years and over is less than 4%. The share of the working-age population is within 60% in 2021.
The population is young and this is due to the fact that a high proportion of the extended family type remains,
based on the data of Population Censuses conducted in the Republic of Tajikistan until the 1990s and 2010. As
K. Mannheim said, "Young people are neither progressive nor conservative in nature, they are a potency ready
for any undertaking." Population Census data are very important in terms of identifying the provision of housing
for the population, since in recent years the proportion of divorces in Tajikistan has increased due to the lack of
own housing and its rise in price.

Technological Innovations in the Conduct of the Population Census of the Republic of Belarus in 2019:
Experience and Conclusions

The Population Census of the Republic of Belarus in 2019 has become the most innovative of all censuses ever
conducted. Its distinctive feature is the rejection of paper media and the use of modern technologies at the stages
of collecting, processing and disseminating census results. For the first time, the population was given the
opportunity to enumerate independently via the Internet, and temporary census staff were provided with tablet
computers with installed special software containing an electronic map and a list of questions on the census
forms to perform their functions.

Experience of Kazakhstan - Data Collection, Organizational and Technological Innovations and
Summarising the Outcomes

The National Population Census in Kazakhstan was conducted in the autumn of 2021. The main innovations of
the census were: the use of an Internet survey and the use of electronic tablets in a traditional survey. Based on
the results of the Population Census, in December 2021, preliminary operational data were presented. In July
2022, the summary results of the Population Census were presented. The final results of the Population Census
will be presented in the first half of 2023. For the convenience of users, the census results will be visualized in the
form of interactive dashboards.

Data Collection, Organizational and Technological Innovations, Problems and Lessons Learned -
Experience of the Russian Federation

A feature of modern society is the massive use of digital technologies in all spheres of life, including the census.
The use of modern technologies in the preparation and conduct of the Population Census dictates a new
approach to the development of the entire Population Census methodology. This means that with the
digitalization of census data collection, it is necessary to change traditional approaches to the development of the
wording and design of census questions, staff training tools, tools for preparing and conducting the census, its
control and methods for processing the collected data. At the same time, it is important to have sufficient time,
labour and material resources to test all the technological and methodological innovations of the census before
widespread implementation throughout the country.

Experience of Azerbaijan - Census Data Collection, Organizational and Technological Innovations,
Challenges and Lessons Learned

The next Population Census in the Republic of Azerbaijan was carried out on October 1-10, 2019. Compared to
the previous census the burden on enumerators has been reduced, the Central and Local Census Assistance
Commissions and Census Group have been established. Census-related analyses were carried out, risks and
potential were assessed, and a decision was made to conduct a Population Census through an interview.
Appropriate software was developed to input census data into electronic information systems; correspondence
tables, questionnaires, and sets of tasks for output tables were prepared. Algorithms for the timely detection and
elimination of errors were developed, the results were analyzed on the basis of online output tables, and control
mechanisms between indicators were established.

Experience of Kyrgyzstan in Conducting the 2022 Population and Housing Census

The Census in Kyrgyzstan was conducted in 2022 under the motto “Everyone counts in Kyrgyzstan”. For the first
time, Kyrgyzstan conducted a Population Census in electronic format, using mobile devices of the census takers
themselves. During the census, 5 questionnaires developed in accordance with the UN recommendations were
used. After the completion of the processing phase, during 2023-2024, publications describing the summary
results of the 2022 Population and Housing Census will be released. At present, the first collection “Main socio-
demographic characteristics of the population” has been released.

Experience of Uzbekistan — Data Collection, Organizational and Technological Innovations, Challenges
and Lessons Learned

On November 1-25, 2021, a trial Population Census was conducted in the Republic of Uzbekistan in four districts,
where the total population is 585 thousand people (1.6 percent of the total population of the republic). The Pilot
Census was carried out in three ways: using paper questionnaires, tablet devices and via the Internet. During the
trial census, problems arose related to paper questionnaires (they took a lot of time and labor), the temporary
absence of census takers due to employment at their main place of work, and the mismatch of maps with reality.
The Pilot Census showed the need to switch to tablet devices, temporarily relieve census takers from work or
study at their main place of work or study for the duration of the census, and provide high-quality maps.

Interaction between UNFPA and the National Bureau of Statistics on Improving the Methods of Collecting
and Disseminating the Results of National Censuses in the Republic of Moldova

For the past 20 years, UNFPA has been working with the National Bureau of Statistics (NBS) to improve the
quality of data collection and dissemination in the Republic of Moldova. The partnership has resulted in the
successful completion of three censuses - on population (2004), population and housing (2014), and agricultural
(2011). UNFPA supported the NBS in amending national statistical legislation to include "other producers of
official statistics,” allowing the use of administrative data and access to personal information for statistical
purposes. The partnership also involved the revision of laws on Population and Housing Census and official
statistics and the development of a strategy for the National Statistical System from 2023 to 2030. With the India-
UN Development Partnership Fund, the NBS is currently developing an Information System on Demographic and
Social Statistics.

Experience of Armenia — Data Collection, Organizational and Technological Innovations, Challenges and
Lessons Learned

Population Census of the Republic of Armenia 2022 was carried out from 13 to 22 October using a combined
method - based on the State Population Register, connected to the Information System of the Border Electronic
Management and a sample survey conducted among the population living in 25% of the addresses from the
population register. Dates of the 2020 RA Population Census transferred twice. The survey of the population by
the enumerator was conducted using electronic devices - tablets. Some additions were made to the census
program, including a short set of questions from the Washington Group on Disability. The training program for
census staff has undergone a number of changes: an electronic instruction for filling out the questionnaire has
been developed and implemented.

Main Aspects of Conducting a Register-based Census

An increasing number of countries now rely on data derived from administrative registers to produce some, or all,
of their Population and Housing Statistics that were previously derived from information collected in a traditional
census. In these countries there is an opportunity to provide an integrated view of the country where social,
demographic and economic characteristics are linked together. However, transitioning to a Register-based
Census presents some major challenges as well as the benefits that may result. This presentation sets out some
of the pros and cons in moving to the use of administrative data aimed at those NSO that are considering a future
transition to a Register-based Census — and which could also serve as an advisory road map to those unsure
about the way to go.

Participation of the Population in the Census

Population and Housing Censuses have been and remain the main source of population data in most countries of
the world.

In particular, it will be told how accurate statistical data relating to 100 per cent of the
population can still be produced even if a certain percentage of people do not participate.

Participation of the Population in the Census: Legislation of the CIS countries

becomes more and more urgent: are there any special provisions in the laws that provide for the obligation of the
population to participate in the census, and what kind of responsibility should be provided for non-participation?

Dissemination of Population Census results of the Republic of Belarus 2019

The final data of the Population Census of the Republic of Belarus in 2019 are available to a wide range of users:
they are published in statistical bulletins and collections, posted in electronic format on the official website of
Belstat, and are constantly used by the media. Today, the main source of final data is the information and
analytical system “Final data of the Population Censuses of the Republic of Belarus”, which includes data from
the 2009 and 2019 censuses. It contains information on the socio-economic and demographic characteristics of
the population. For the scientific community, a database of 10 percent micro-sample based on the 2019
Population Census has been formed.

e Multidimensional complex calculations, smoothing, demographic forecasts.

e Publication of microdata for the expert community in the format of an interactive OLAP-table by choosing
analytical sections, arbitrary filtering and dynamic aggregation of the sample.

e Publication of census results to the general public in a catalog format of interactive dashboards with rich
data visualization.
